Dry Cleaners, Laundry Service, Shoe Repair, Alterations Co.
Cancel Homeowners Insurance (only after closing)

Return library books

Transfer bank accounts, empty safety deposit box

Get x-raysif needed

Get updates on all prescriptionsincluding eye glasses

Get job references if needed

Get school transcripts

Set up stop payments on automatic transfers and re-setup

Get refunds on any deposits you have out

Return any borrowed items to their rightful owners

Request items be returned that you borrowed out

Make sure you have insurance on your personal property items
Secure cash and travelers checks for trip

Defrost freezer and clean all appliances

Assemble moving kit - hammer, nails, pliers, tape, flash light, scissors, first aid
kit, emergency numbers, batteries, cell phone charger, snacks for people and
pets

Fully charge cell phones

Arrange for child and pet care for moving day

On Moving Day:

Have a cell phone handy

Leave keys and garage door opener in house or with agent
